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AlC BLooD TeEST—A VALUABLE TooOL IN

MONITORING BLOOD GLUCOSE

here are approximately 24 million diabetics in the

United States of America and approximately 90-95% of

them are Type 2 diabetics. Unfortunately, about one-
third of the people who have diabetes do not know it. Another
54 million people have abnormal blood glucose (prediabetes)
that will probably lead to diabetes. A recent nationwide survey
by the American Association of Clinical Endocrinologists
reveals that over two-thirds of these Type 2 diabetics do not have
their blood glucose under control—their A1C values are over
6.5%; an average plasma glucose of 153 mg/dL, and are at
increased risk for associated diabetes complications.

Weight reduction, increased physical activity, change in diet,
blood glucose monitoring and, in some cases, adding an oral
hypoglycemic agent — Metformin or Thiazolidinediones (Actos
or Avandia), for the therapy of the prediabetic to delay or pre-
vent diabetes. The goal for a Type 2 diabetic is to return blood
glucose to normal by following a diabetes meal plan, exercising,
blood glucose monitoring and, if needed, adding oral hypo-
glycemic agents and/or insulin or a DPP4 inhibitor or Byetta.
We have the personnel and tools to delay or prevent diabetes
complications. We must also aggressively treat high blood pres-
sure and blood fats, stop smoking and use alcohol in modera-
tion. These goals can be accomplished. I strive to communicate
a hopeful message, not fear or guilt.

Dr. Joseph Williamson and I have known for over 35 years
that high blood glucose (hyperglycemia) damages small and
large blood vessels and nerves. This means the skin and all the
organs contained within it. We know that heart attacks and
strokes are 2-4 times more common in diabetics compared to
non-diabetics. Diabetes is a leading cause of adult blindness,
end-stage kidney disease, dialysis and transplantation and non-
traumatic amputations.

The A1C blood test measures the average blood glucose for
the previous 2-3 months. In my opinion, the normal A1C is
5%, an average plasma glucose of 100 mg/dL. The Kilo
Foundation’s A1C goal is < 6%, an average plasma glucose of
135 mg/dL. The American Diabetes Association’s A1C goal is
equal to or less than 7%, an average plasma glucose of
170mg/dL. The American Association of Clinical
Endocrinologists’ A1C goal is equal to or less than 6.5% or an
average plasma sugar of 153 mg/dL. The recommended plasma
glucose goal is 110 mg/dL before meals and 140 mg/dL, two-

hours after meals. Every 1% reduction in A1C lowers the risk of
diabetes complications by 25-40%.

The Kilo Foundation provides an Annual Diabetes and
Vascular Disease Symposium to educate physicians, pharma-
cists, diabetes educators and health care personnel in the latest
treatments and research. The faculty is five-star and the atten-
dance exceeds 500.

CHARITABLE DONATIONS FROM IRAS ARE MADE

EASIER BY NEwW LEGISLATION

n August of 2006, President Bush signed pension reform leg-
Iislation that makes it easier for people to donate money in

their individual retirement accounts (“IRAs”) to a public
charity. The provision, which is effective only for 2006 and
2007, allows individuals who are at least 702 years old to make
tax-free withdrawals from their IRAs up to $100,000 per year as
long as that money goes directly to charity.

Prior to the new legislation, taxpayers age 70%2 and older were
required to make annual distributions from their IRAs. Such
distributions were included in adjusted gross income and tax-
payers may not have been entitled to take deductions which
totally offset the income reported. The newly authorized
Charitable IRA Rollover permits taxpayers to make donations
directly to charitable organizations from their IRAs without
counting them as part of their adjusted gross income and with-
out paying taxes on them.

The following people are likely to benefit from the Charitable
IRA Rollover:
Taxpayers who do not itemize their deductions. The
Charitable IRA Rollover primarily benefits taxpayers who
do not itemize deductions on their income tax returns and
therefore would not receive a tax benefit for charitable con-
tributions.

Taxpayers who have itemized and who have reached the
charitable giving limit. Donors who itemize their taxes are
generally prohibited from deducting more than 50% of
their adjusted gross income for the purposes of making
charitable donations. Charitable IRA Rollover donations,
however, are excluded from the percentage limit and allow
individuals who have reached the 50% threshold to give
more.

Taxpayers whose tax deductions decrease as their income
increases. Certain federal tax deductions (e.g., dependent
and personal exemption deductions and deductions for
medical expenses and non-business casualty losses) become
smaller as a taxpayer’s income increases. By making
Charitable IRA Rollover donations in 2007, taxpayers may
keep their annual income down and maximize other tax
deductions.

The following is a checklist of the basic rules regarding IRA
Charitable Rollovers:

By Ron Rucker, Attorney at Law
Give now. The enhanced rules for IRA Charitable Rollovers

are only in existence from January 1, 2006 to December 31,

2007;

Age requirement. A taxpayer must be at least 70% years old
when the distribution to charity is made;

Annual aggregate limit on donations. The Taxpayer’s
aggregate charitable rollover contributions cannot exceed
$100,000 in any one year;

Eligible charities. In order to qualify, charitable contribu-
tions from an IRA must go directly to a public charity such
as the Kilo Diabetes and Vascular Research Foundation.
Contributions to supporting organizations, donor-advised
funds, and private foundations do not qualify for tax-free
treatment (except in very narrow circumstances). Before
making an IRA rollover contribution, one should contact
the recipient charity to confirm that it is eligible to receive
tax-free gifts from IRAs;

Eligible retirement accounts. Distributions may only be
made from traditional IRAs or Roth IRAs. Charitable dona-
tions from 403(b) Plans, 401(k) Plans, Pension Plans, and
other retirement plans are not eligible for the tax-free treat-
ment;

Gifts must be made directly to a charity. Distributions
must be made directly from the IRA trustee to the public
charity; one may not receive any goods or services in return;

Written receipt. In order to benefit from the tax-free treat-
ment, one must obtain written substantiation of each IRA
rollover contribution from each recipient charity.

The Kilo Diabetes and Vascular Research Foundation is a
publicly supported, nonprofit charity that is eligible to receive
Charitable IRA Rollovers. The Foundation welcomes
Charitable IRA Rollovers.
